****OPM’S FEHBP WEBSITE ****

The Office of Personnel Management’s enhanced website for the Federal Employees Health Benefits Program lets enrollees get online premiums and benefits comparisons of national and local health plans from the convenience of their homes, offices or other locations. 

OPM’s FEHBP website -- www.opm.gov/insure/03 -- helps federal employees choose the best plan for each individual’s needs. It discusses the types of plans and their standard benefits, gives guidance for deciding which plan features are most important, and talks about Medicare coordination.

By entering a ZIP code, individuals can see what plans are available and can create side-by-side comparisons of selected plans, including principal benefits, premiums, and quality indicators.

Electronic versions of the yearly paper guides that provide open season information and instructions are also available through the website. The guides, used along with the plan brochures, provide full information on choosing a plan and enrolling or changing current enrollment options.

The site lists changes in health plans offered under the FEHB Program, including changes that have occurred since the new Guides were published. The site also includes instructions for enrolling, including links to online enrollment for annuitants and employees of selected agencies.
