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THRIFT SAVINGS PLAN

The Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) is a program to provide Federal employees with a  tax deferred savings program for retirement income.  It permits participants to supplement their Civil Service Retirement System (CSRS) or Federal Employees’ Retirement System (FERS) retirement benefits by investing in stocks, bonds, and government security-based funds.  The TSP investment programs allow government employees to gain the advantages of stock and bond growth without having to acquire personal expertise in finance.
