REPORT ON ACCOMPLISHMENT OF OBJECTIVE (II.B.)

There were eleven losses in this category for FY01.  Of the eleven, 3 were white women,  5 Hispanic men, and 1 Hispanic woman.  However, there was an increase of 2 Black Men and 1 American Indian man.  There is difficulty in recruiting people to a lower wage area in Colorado Springs.  Most entry level positions are located with the 302nd Airlift Wing and require candidates be eligible for the Air Force Reserves.  This significantly limits the area of consideration and the number of minorities and women referred.   The 721st Civil Engineering Squadron at Cheyenne Mtn AFS was outsourced effective 1 Apr 01 which contributed to some of these losses.  
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
