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I.  EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

AFSPC is off to a promising start as shown by the mid-year statistics below.  We’re at 9.9% for small business awards and working towards our goal of 12.9%.  Although our obligations are down $316M from this same time last year, our small business dollars are up $14.6M.

AFSPC total obligations at the mid-year point for FY02-FY04 have respectively been $2.7B, $3.7B and $3.4B.  Using the mid-year reference points for FY02 to FY03, the Space and Missile Systems Center (SMC) experienced a sharp increase of 43% and from FY03 to FY04 a decrease of 16% in total obligation authority.  For SMC, the net increase since Mar 02 is 27%.  Among the operational units, the increase was a much smoother trend of 9.3% and 3.6%, respectively, for an overall 13% increase.  The larger growth in total obligation authority occurred within SMC whose product mix does not lend itself to small business awards as readily as those of operational units.  Although these fluctuations in amount and composition of total obligation authority from year to year challenge our ability to project realistic goals, we press using historical perspective and available business intelligence to project opportunities for small business.  Below is a comparison of total AFSPC obligation authority, small business goals and mid-year actual performance:

An acquisition boosting AFSPC performance was awarded in Apr 04 by 21 CONS and is now the largest small business set-aside in AFSPC history.  This contract for Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Information Technology, Surveillance, Reconnaissance, valued at $800M over nine years (approximately $30M for FY04), was awarded to SI International, Inc., a small business firm from Reston, Virginia.  

In terms of goals achievement, we face two challenges in FY04.  The 9.3% SDB goal, assigned by SAF/SB, is over twice the 4.3% goal for FY03.  AFSPC achievement for SDB is the exact level, 4.1%, as this same time last year.  

The other area of challenge is the WOSB goal of 4.7%.  In FY03, a WOSB contract (at SMC) in support of the Space Based Infrared System (SBIRS) expired.  For instance, in FY03 our WOSB goal was 4.0%, however, we only achieved 1.95% as a result of the expiration of the SBIRS contract.  We do not anticipate an award of this magnitude to replace this loss for the WOSB category.  Similarly, the Aug 03 award of a civil engineering services contract (61 CONS), approximately $8-10M annually with seven annual option periods, to Call Henry, Inc, unseated the incumbent WOSB.  In addition, the WOSB performing the base supply function at 341 SW was displaced.  Currently we are 0.5 % below our performance during this same time last year.  We will re-engage with SAF/SB for adjustment of these two goals.    

This report will highlight initiatives and additional success stories of AFSPC Small Business Specialists (SBSs) who are meeting the day-to-day challenges head-on as they execute the AFSPC Small Business Program.  Most of this information was taken from the mid-year reports from individual AFSPC units.

II.  QUALITATIVE ACHIEVEMENTS

GOAL 1.  IMPROVE SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION IN USAF ACQUISITIONS AND PROCUREMENT

SBSs continuously seek to improve communications with customers and improve information flow from and to the small business community.  Crucial to the success of the small business program is market research, communication and ensuring access to USAF procurements and programs.  All SBSs are vitally involved in market analysis and proactive acquisition planning that considers small business capability--getting long range acquisition estimates to small businesses so they can posture themselves to respond to solicitations:
· SBSs actively post and update requirements in the Long Range Acquisition Estimates (LRAE) at the http://www.selltoairforce.org/.

· SBSs include links to the LRAE, FedBizOpps and a variety of small business websites, e.g., SDVOSBs, WOSBs and the Small Business Administration, on their homepages. 

· 460 SW e-mails quarterly newsletters to all of the small businesses listed in their small business vendor database--includes procurement forecasting for the upcoming fiscal quarter and links to other procurement forecasting websites.

· 50 SW SBS forwards FedBizOpps notices via e-mail to small businesses--giving that extra effort to get the word out to small businesses.

SBSs participate in Business Requirements Advisory Groups (BRAGs) or multifunctional teams and help determine acquisition strategies.  

· 460 ABW:  continued emphasis on SBS involvement early in the planning process for all acquisitions and procurements with set-aside potential--stresses the importance of using small businesses for 460 ABW and the economy.

SBSs review each Standard Form 294, Subcontracting Report for Individual Contracts, prior to semi-annual submissions to HQ AFSPC/PKM:  

· SMC:  The majority of subcontracting plans at SMC fall under the comprehensive subcontract plan test program, and thus, do not lead themselves to review.  However, contracting officers sought comments and recommendations from SBS on 14 subcontract plans.
· 30 SW:  SBS encourages the use of enhanced subcontracting plans incentivizing small business subcontracting through source selection criteria and award fee provisions when and wherever possible; counsels small businesses to seek subcontracting opportunities.

· 61 ABG:  SBS is exploring potential avenues for influencing subcontracting opportunities for small business program participants at the various levels in contracts awarded to small businesses, since few direct contract awards are made to firms required to have small business subcontracting plans.

GOAL 2.  DEVELOP AND MAINTAIN A WORLD CLASS SMALL BUSINESS PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT, EDUCATION AND TRAINING PROGRAM

The USAF SB Program is committed to recruiting, developing, utilizing and retaining a cadre of knowledgeable and accountable SB Specialists, Command Directors and leadership across all elements and disciplines of the USAF.  

Newcomers to the AFSPC Small Business Team have completed or are scheduled to attend SAF/SB sponsored Small Business Training:

Curt Locker, 341 CONS/CD and Small Business Specialist (Oct 04)

SBSs throughout the command are committed to professional development, education and training.  

Outreach is an important venue to educate and inform small businesses about acquisition opportunities and our SBSs actively plan and participate in such events.  More importantly, we are soliciting feedback from attendees on what worked, what didn’t, how we can better serve and impacts of outreach on awards to small businesses.

Examples of outreach and education and training efforts include: 

· Pikes Peak Military Installations:  SBSs from 50 SW, 21 SW, Army Contracting Agency Northern Region, (Ft. Carson, CO), 90 SW, 460 SW, AF Research Laboratory (Kirtland AFB, NM), AF Operational Test and Evaluation Center (Kirtland AFB, NM), AF Outreach Program Office (Brooks AFB, TX), Army Strategic Command (Peterson AFB, CO), 10 ABW (USAF Academy, CO) joined forces--over 270 small business firms were represented at the 6 May event in Colorado Springs.  Agenda included briefing on Wide Area Work Flow and its impact on vendors and the government; introduction to small business on-line training from the AF Outreach Program Office (AFOPO); tremendous one-on-one networking opportunities among small businesses and with head-liner large businesses.

· 90 SW:  SBS attends the Northwest area small business conferences and the DoD Pacific Northwest Regional Council for Small Business Education and Advocacy sessions; works with the Montana Procurement Technical Assistance Center (PTAC); maintains close ties with the Small Business Administration in Helena; provides training, e.g., past performance, cost accounting for federal contracts and Wide Area Work Flow.

· Feedback:  During the past 18 months, contract awards were made to three Wyoming small business firms that had attended several outreach events prior to the receipt of their contract award.  Each company attributed their success in getting these awards as a direct result of attending outreach events in Wyoming.

· 61 CONS SBS establishing use of the base newspaper and public affairs office as conduits of information dissemination to the small business community. 

· 45 SW: 

· SBS available at least one day every week for off-base group counseling at the local Small Business Development Center on the campus of Brevard Community College (easy access to SBS has resulted in an increase of almost 50% in the number of firms who have attended personal counseling since 11 Sep 01); web site has become known as the ‘lifeline’ from the SBS to the public, containing a wealth of information easily navigated by those searching for information on every aspect of doing business with the federal government.  At least 75% of firms attending first-time counseling sessions with the SBS are already aware of its existence and have it bookmarked; requests for the SBS to attend after-hours events as the speaker for non-government organizations, e.g., American Electronics Association, the Institute of Electrical & Electronics Engineers, and the International Concrete Repair Institute, have tripled since Oct 03.  

· Feedback indicates that many firms interested in R&D type opportunities are currently submitting Small Business Innovative Research Phase 1 proposals as a result of the information and training they receive from the SBS at these events.  

· SBS encourages teaming with local 8(a) graduates with excellent performance history; result is win-win situation for both the government and the contractors.

· SMC:  SBS provided small business training for SMC’s technical focal points including Systems Program Office (SPO) and contract personnel.

· 460 SW:  Attended Canon City Small Business Development Center Procurement Fair and the Aurora Business Development Center Workshop on “Doing Business with the Government;” the alternate SBS served as the keynote speaker at the National Defense Industrial Association monthly luncheon.  Made contacts with over 200 small businesses through outreach events, individual meetings and seminars.

· Two monthly seminars:  a daylong seminar for small businesses with no federal government contracting experience; a half-day-long seminar for small businesses with federal government contracting experience.  These seminars covered the various types of small businesses, marketing to the government, market research techniques and the role of the SBS.  

· Bimonthly training on Small Business issues and orientation for contracting personnel.  Subjects covered include the Small Business size protest process, the 8(a) protest process and a general overview of Small Business topics.  

· Individual training is presented to Copper Cap interns during their small business rotation.  Each Copper Cap intern in 460 CONS spends 12 weeks learning Performance Management Flight functions, which include the Small Business Program.  

· Feedback:  Each Small Business that meets with the 460 CONS Small Business staff in either an individual meeting or a seminar is asked to fill out a Customer Survey covering several topics including their specific type of small business; how they heard of the SB office; if the SB specialist was professional; the quality of customer service; the usefulness of the information provided; and how the particular SBS compared to others with whom the SB has previously met.  The Small Business staff at 460 CONS typically ranks Excellent and/or Outstanding in all of these categories.

GOAL 3.  IMPROVE HISTORICALLY BLACK COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES AND MINORITY INSTITUTIONS HBCU/MI PARTICIPATION IN USAF PROGRAMS

The HBCU/MI program was established to improve the effectiveness of the USAF in utilizing HBCU/MI in support of our mission.  Initiatives under the program include:  assisting and counseling USAF customers who have awarded or are interested in awarding contracts, grants, or cooperative agreements to institutions of higher education (IHE) that have been identified as HBCU/MI; providing technical assistance, counseling and guidance to HBCU/MI seeking to participate in USAF programs; and providing networking opportunities to SB and HBCU/MI and major IHE who are interested in teaming or partnering with HBCU/MI.

AFSPC does not have many opportunities to contract with HBCU/MI or IHE.  As of 31 Mar 04, we have contracted with HBCU/MI for $32K out of the $5.5M for educational contracts.  This compares to the $41K out of $3.7M awarded during the same time period for FY03.  
GOAL 4.  ENHANCE THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE SMALL BUSINESS PROGRAM THROUGH THE USE OF DATA ANALYSIS AND PERFORMANCE INTEGRATION

The SBSs use the SAF/AQC J001 database to generate reports and measure the effectiveness of the small business program.  Two of the perspectives used to review the data are current FY performance and trend analysis over past years.  

Measuring performance and effectiveness of our program is dependent on the accuracy of the data loaded into the database.  To highlight the importance of capturing accurate data, the AFSPC Inspection Checklist contains the following item:

Is there evidence the unit SBS establishes and maintains a system for monitoring program metrics, including verifying accuracy of award information in DD Form 350, Individual Contracting Action Report and DD Form 1057, Monthly Contracting Summary of Actions $25,000 or Less?

61 CONS analyzes performance indicators, identifies any negative trends that may prevent them from meeting their small business goals, and presents information to their leadership.  This process identifies lost opportunities and how better to focus future efforts.   

The AFSPC Procurement Analyst for Small Business is a MAJCOM point of contact for the Information Technology Commodity Council (ITCC).  As the ITCC continues to develop and execute enterprise-wide procurement strategies, they found there are communication gaps between the ITCC representatives and the MAJCOM/FOA/DRU contracting and small business offices.  In order to fill any gaps, our procurement analyst for Small Business was identified as point of contact (POC) for both the contracting and small business offices.  She will receive regular updates from the ITCC team and this should facilitate internal MAJCOM communications.

Initiatives [from Part III of the AF SB Plan]

1.  Increase Outreach and Prime Contract Awards to Women-Owned Small Business:

As mentioned in the executive summary, this is an area where we continue to struggle.  Since the expiration of the $85M SBIRS contract at SMC, we’ve been unable to capture enough additional WOSB awards to make up for that loss.  This would put us above our FY04 goal of 4.7%.  SMC has achieved .17% in WOSB awards up to the mid-year point.  The total AFSPC WOSB percentage is now 1.3%.  

We are, however, doing everything we can to increase our outreach to WOSB.  

The SBS at 50 SW developed a WOSB company list under various North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) codes to use for market research.  She also forwards upcoming requirements to WOSB via e-mail to encourage them to submit an offer.  The Pikes Peak Military Installations Small Business Partnership hosted a focused outreach event that over 270 participants attended.  WOSBs with the NAICS of upcoming procurements were notified via e-mail of the event.  While it is too early to tell if any firms received contract awards as a result of the outreach event, it is something that will be looked at in the near future. 

2.  Enhance Opportunities for Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business:

The operational bases are responsible for 100% of our SDVOSB achievements.  The Small Business office at SMC is diligently trying to match requirements to SDVOSB firms but have not been successful yet.  SAF/SB and SMC are partnering to present an outreach event in Mar 05 that specifically targets SDVOSB. 

Our SDVOSB dollars have increased from $3.9M to $4.7M at the mid-year point, a 20% increase.  Even though we are only halfway through the year, we believe this increase is significant since our total obligations decreased by $316.7M.  

Many units have extended the “rule of one/many” to include SDVOSB in the solicitation process.  The SBS at 50 CONS developed a SDVOSB company listing under various NAICS codes to use for market research and to forward upcoming requirements to the firms. 

Recently, 61 CONS at Los Angeles Air Force Base identified a new SDVOSB in the construction field.  The SBS is working with the vendor and 61 ABG/CE to facilitate potential work on year-end requirements.

Under the new guidance for awarding requirements to SDVOSB firms, the 21 CONS Information Technology (IT) Flight solicits customer requirements for management, business improvement services, IT and professional services.  Contract opportunities that fall within the referenced areas are reviewed for open-market awards.  For the period 1 Oct 03 through 31 Mar 04, $149K was awarded to SDVOSBs by this flight alone.

3.  Identify and Utilize HUBZone and Small Business Competitive Advantages:
At Malmstrom AFB in Great Falls, Montana, a WOSB/HUBZone firm located on the Blackfeet Indian Reservation was awarded a large construction project for the  Minuteman Housing repair project due to their quality, capability, and highly rated past performance.  This direct award saved significant lead time and allowed the contractor to address immediate structural concerns.

Patrick AFB grounds maintenance, custodial and military family housing requirements were removed from the NASA/Wing Joint Base Operations Support Contract.  Active participation of SBS in acquisition planning yielded $5M grounds maintenance and $6.3M military family housing maintenance competitive awards to 8(a) firms who are also HUBZone certified.  Neither of the awardees had previously received prime contracts of this magnitude.

As discussed earlier, 460 CONS at Buckley AFB, Colorado set-aside a $3M HUBZone sole source Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity contract for the entrapment and removal of prairie dogs from Buckley AFB.  This allows for safe removal of the animals versus destruction and eliminates delays in construction contracts.   

Our SBSs are also trying to locate and utilize combined HUBZone/(8a) firms more since the requirements are less burdensome to award an 8(a) sole source contract than a HUBZone sole source contract.  

4.  Small Business Strategic Sourcing-Countering Contract Bundling

AFSPC has an outstanding record in countering contract bundling.  None of our requirements have been bundled without being set-aside for small business.  

We also look at areas of consolidation that can be broken out for small business.  The SBS at 61 CONS made recommendations to the Total Office Package and Relocation Effort acquisition to break out the purchase of incidental items such as pictures, plants, trashcans, etc., for small business participation.

ISI is currently performing Independent Verification and Validation (IV& V) services in support of the Defense Meteorological Satellite Program SPO.

IV.  SMALL BUSINESS PROGRAM REINVENTION
Unforeseen changes in product mix or economic conditions that may significantly impact the validity of the performance target

An additional credit of $12.8M for small business obligations via GSA awards through Mar 04 is due to SMC.  Air Force contracting personnel coded the DD Forms 350, Individual Contracting Action Report, correctly; however, GSA failed to properly code these small business dollar obligations.  SMC is working with HQ AFSPC/PKM and GSA to remedy the reporting problem.

Commodity council activity may continue to impact the amount of requirements available for small business.  Air Force’s first quarterly enterprise buy for desktops and laptops resulted in zero dollars to small business.  MAJCOMs and SSG continue to strategize about how to bring small business players into this market area of the information technology arena.

61 CONS projected $20.9M for obligation during FY04.  However, a new acquisition--procurement of furniture and relocation services for the Consolidated Base Support Complex (CBSC) and Systems Acquisition Management Support (SAMS) buildings at Los Angeles, AFB--may increase total obligations for the year by 50% or more.  This acquisition may have a substantial impact on goals.

The 30 SW, 45 SW, 21SW and 50 SW also have a unique situation in the fact they provide both specialized and operational contracting support for base and tenant units.  Historically, specialized requirement obligations have ranged from 60% to 95% of their total contract dollars.  SB participation levels are diluted by the high percentage of specialized contract dollars primarily awarded via unrestricted competition based on program size and complexity.  A high percentage of operational contract dollars support SB; however, this does not counteract the impact of our specialized contracts awarded to large business.  Additionally, the current trend reflects an increase of requirements and funding from SMC to the wings in support of their contracts.  

SMC product mix including acquisition of complete spacecraft and missile systems has a major impact on our ability to confidently project and achieve our small goals.  Several new programs, such as Space Based Radar, Transformational Communication and Rapid Attack Identification Detection and Reporting System, are large dollar programs that will potentially increase SMC total obligations but at this point in time don’t show a prospect of providing opportunities for small business prime contracts.   

The following charts demonstrate the impact that SMC systems obligations have on the small business program.  While SMC accounts for 82% of our total obligations, they only provide 18% of our small business dollars.
