Team Peterson pays tribute to POWs and MIAs 
PETERSON AIR FORCE BASE, Colo. — Col. George E. “Bud” Day (ret.) will lay a commemorative wreath at the Peterson AFB Museum Medal of Honor Park in a retreat ceremony honoring POW/MIA Week at 8:45 a.m. Sept. 18. 

Colonel Day is a Congressional Medal of Honor recipient, Vietnam prisoner of war, World War II veteran and one of the most decorated Airmen of all time.   

The ceremony is part of Peterson AFB’s tradition of honoring POWs and MIAs from all of the nation’s wars with a week of specially focused activities. The ceremony will also kick-off the second annual 24-hour run to honor POWs and MIAs.
