[bookmark: _GoBack]All across our wing we’re seeing signs of optimism. Even with increased testing in Colorado, the COVID-19 positive test rates have decreased dramatically over the last 3 weeks.  As activity levels increase, we will continue to analyze all the new data and take appropriate action.

As we continue to fight the pandemic, we are implementing a phased approach to return the installation to a more normal work capacity by taking into account the mission, the risk associated with each activity, and the risk level of our workforce. No matter the changes, we will continue to provide a full range of customer services across several MSG, MDG, and Wing Staff Agency functions. The Military and Civilian Personnel Flights will continue to provide most services virtually, but are providing ID card services and on boarding new civilian employees. Our Engineers continue working in the background on facility projects. 
Our Child and Youth Program Staff are set to return very soon and begin preparations for expanding CDC and School Age care to include opening CDC Main and the Youth Center.  Shortly following that, CDC mission essential-care children will transition to their normal facility and infant and toddler care will expand based on priority to no more than 10 children per class in accordance with CO Childcare guidelines and Public Health guidance.  Individual families will be contacted by CDC staff regarding their status.  We aim to continue expanding our capacity within our Child and Youth Program over the coming weeks, particularly our Summer Camp programs for school age children as the scheduled school year comes to an end.

WAPS testing is also expected to resume with the 20E6/20E5 testing cycles.  Test sessions will be limited to no more than 10 personnel and physical distancing guidelines will be adhered to.  Those scheduled for testing will be contacted individually by their unit WAPS monitors. 
ALS is also on track to open its doors again with class 20-5.  The course will be limited to 24 students (3 flights of 8) and will graduate on 25 Jun.
Morale activities like virtual library reading programs & the drive-in movie theater continue.  Next week we’ll offer two movie nights, Family Night and a separate Date Night movie. Team Pete will also recognize and honor graduating seniors affiliated with Peterson AFB/CMAFS by lining Peterson Blvd with senior photos and organizing a celebration drive-by parade involving family and school administration on 22 May, the Friday before Memorial Day.

Over the next 2-3 weeks the medical team will be looking for ways to safely increase patient care within our clinics in order to:  1) Increase medical care for patients 2) Ensure the health & safety of staff 3) Protect patients & staff from clinic associated infections.

We expect the use of telehealth will continue and grow.  The MDG will also continue the drive thru-pharmacy and Point of Testing operations; however, these platforms will probably need to be relocated from their current locations in order to help other installation operations to proceed.
As conditions improve we will gradually increase customer service functions while adhering to medical expert and COVID-19 guidelines.
